— 200 welds @ 75min each = 15,000mins (250 hours)

100mm NB Stream Pipe — 200 welds @ 17min each = 3,400mins (57 hours)

At an install rate of $55.00/hour this equates to labour savings of $10,615

And it gets better....if 60 of the joins are elbows you will have extra labour savings of

$4,125.00 on top of this!

Plus....it’s safer to install (no flames — no shrapnel), requires no costly
